1. Community Healthcare Program

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Support Children with terminal illness in Hospital

From May 2017 witlgenerousund donated by Dr. Hoang Trang and the 16 singers and musicians from
Australia. TCF has been providing monthly aids to 20 terminal illness children for their medicine and food expens
Each child received 50 USD/month. Totapense for the year 2017 = 400 x 22 = 8800 USD

Apart, we also donated 1500 USD to 6 children who encountered unexpected accidents in the year 2017.

2 - Disaster Relief

In the first week of Jan 2017, TCF organized an emergency disaster relief mission to of Quang Dien and P
Vang to support 500 Flood victim in December 2016. In November 2017. TCF support victims of the flood disast
to the torrential rains of thBemery typhoon along with water released from the hydroelectric dams Due to a limitec
budget, we only distributed gift packages to 700 families in coastal villages of Phong Dien and Phu Loc, Thua Thi
Hue. Each package includes rice, cash, blanket, eoseld milk, valued@®BUSD.

3. Education
The Scholarshigorograms TCF determines to help children raised in {meome families will complete high school
education or apprenticeship programs that they can generate income in the future. We have granted scholarship:s
bicycles, uniforms, and school stationeries@0 8nderprivileged students in remote villages of Quang Tri, Thua Thie
Hue and Quang Nam for the academic year 22018. Scholarships for students are from 50 USD to 1500QED f
tuition; some destitute students are also provided a supplemental 15 pletlarenth for food.

4. Environmental programs (installing Hand Dug Wels and building toilets)

In 2017, we installe® new, repaied2 groundwatehanddugwells and replaced 5 water pumipsthe remote
villages of central Viet Nam, where the water resoureeig limited This project enables local people to have access
clean water. As a result, the residents there are less prone taelated diseases and illnesses. The-walleris
delivered to pipes going to homes directly from a pump. The water from well is also an excellent water source for
farming and raising livestock

Each well cost 1500 USD (including the pump, pi
USD x 4 = 6000 USD. Repair cost for each well = 120 US&rh water pump = 100 USD.

Total cost of the two wells =7500 USD + 240 (repair}+ 400 pumps)= 8140 USD (4)

With adonationfrom Love Beyond Frontiers group, we have built 5 toilet and bathroothsepaired 1 toilet for
old people in the remote community of Central Vietn&ach toilet + bathroom cost 1150 US[and each repaired
toilet cost 370 USD

Total cost of 5 toilets and repaired 1 toilet = 5750 + 370 = 6,120 USD (4)

Total cost ofthe Environmental programs = 8140 + 6120 = 14,260 USD) (4
